                 Responsibilities of Horse Owner and Lessee

 The lessee agrees to:

 - make all arrangements and assume all cost of farrier (horseshoer) work (the horse

    owner has the right to stipulate certain minimum requirements) during the lease

    period, and no horse should ever go more than 6 - 8 weeks (depending upon the horse)     between farrier visits.

 - cover all veterinary costs associated with the horse, including regular

   deworming, vaccinations, dental work and any emergency treatments required, 

   whether performed by the lessee, the horse owner, or the veterinarian during the

   lease period *,

 - provide adequate feed (hay and grain) as needed for the horse, and

   ensure the horse has clean water at all times during the lease period,

  keep the horse in a safe enclosure during the lease period, with shelter from the

   elements and a pasture with a safe fence. At no time shall this horse ever be staked out.

 - inform the horse owner when major veterinary or farrier attention is

   required (ie, emergencies, injuries, etc), although this does not release the lessee from 

   the financial responsibilities of such emergency.

- To return said horse in the same condition that it was received in, if the horse must ever be returned.

 The horse owner and lessee mutually agree:

 - in the event that the horse shall require the emergency services of a

   veterinarian, the lessee will inform the horse owner at the earliest

   opportunity of what happened and what veterinarian is treating it, 

 - that should the horse become unsuitable for the lessee, the lessee may

   terminate the lease and return the horse to the horse owner, forfeiting

   all fees paid for the lease, veterinary care, and/or other expenses,

 -that should the horse owner feel that the lessee is being negligent in

   the care of the horse, the horse owner may terminate the lease,

 -that should either the horse owner or the lessee decide that the lease is

   no longer necessary, for whatever reason, they may interrupt this agreement.

- To give each other at least one weeks notice before terminating this lease.

 All fees charged by a veterinarian or farrier shall be the sole

 responsibility of the lessee, with no liability whatsoever on the part of

 the horse owner for such fees or debts.

 Said horse may never be sold, given away, subleased, loaned, sold for slaughter or for any other reason removed from the care of the lessee. The horse must be returned to the owner if the lessee cannot personally keep the horse for any reason.

 Lastly, this document constitutes the entire agreement between the parties

 and there are no other agreements between them except as noted below:

 The lessee realizes and accepts that there are risks involved in taking care

 of a horse, and hereby agrees to hold no claims against the horse owner

 should any accident or injury occur to the lessee, or any people

 associated with the lessee, or damage occur to property, fences or other animals,

 while the horse is in the care of the lessee.
